Councilor Cummings suggests that 

    she volunteer to do an open gym and organize tournaments, etc.  Councilor Repole

    responds to say that there are a lot of grants out there and has knowledge of what

    Lubec has done and been able to achieve and suggests that we look into alternative

    resources and possibly contacting Lubec to inquire about the proper persons who

    would be most helpful.  Councilor Repole also responds to say that it is a matter of

    not having the funding. Shannon Emery expresses again her need to know what the

    City’s intent is to plan for the youth.   She brings to the Council’s attention that we
    do not hold a fall festival like other towns and we may want to consider that as well.
    She comments to say that the City should not rely on other organizations to do it for us.
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  We have nothing to offer the kids and the families in the way of recreation.  She tries
  to encourage people to bring their families here, but there is nothing here for them to
  do.

  to bid the park on Sullivan Street and join a partnership with the school to enhance their                                                                          existing playground at the school and earmark the funds specifically for that.
  The City Manager offers his assistance in helping find grants if the Council so chooses  
  to form a recreation committee.
  Merilyn Mills makes a suggestion to Council to consider college students who may be 
  majoring in Education or Recreation and the possibility that they want to come home for   

  the summer and be able to assist the City with such programs if they were offered.
  Jon McNerney addresses the Council with a question as to how much cash is in the    

  excess revenue account.  The City Manager responded that he did not know the exact

  figure but believed it to be around $400,000 and reassured that he would get that figure

  and forward it on.  Mr. McNerney also requests a complete accounting of that account.

  Councilor Repole and the City Manager reminds him that this was done last month and

  that another one will be generated and made available.
  Shannon Emery addresses another matter with the City relative to offering odd jobs

  to the teenagers and possibly paying them hourly or offering a stipend and wanted to 

  know if this is something they would consider.  A comment came from the audience

  that in years past the students did sweep the streets and help with the cleanup but that

  there was no pay as it was part of Earth Day and some local businesses donated pizza

  and beverages in return for the students participation.
